Consider that ethics issues arise in many areas. For Horizon Europe projects, apart from the
obvious example, the medical field, research protocols in social sciences, ethnography,
psychology, environmental studies, security research, etc. may involve the voluntary
participation of research subjects and the collection of data that might be considered as
personal. For Digital Europe and EDEF, the collection of personal data and the deployment
and application of Al in any form are the obvious candidates. However, issues may arise in
other fields as well. You must protect the addressees of your project, yourself and your

colleagues.

From the beginning of your project, an ethics advisor can help you deal with ethical issues
and put in place the procedures to handle them appropriately. If your activities includes
several ethical concerns or involves several significant or complex ethical issues (such as
the processing of special categories of personal data (formerly known as ‘sensitive data’),
Al applications involving human machine cooperation, participation of children from
developing countries, non-human primates (NHPs), potential misuse or vulnerable
populations), we suggest you appoint an ethics advisor or an ethics advisory board
comprising several experts from different backgrounds. The granting authority may also

make this an ethics requirement during the selection procedure.

It can be the basis for local, national, and
disciplinespecific policies and guidelines, and applies to existing and new research practices
such as citizen science or participatory research. Each stakeholder within the research
community needs to take active responsibility for observing and promoting these practices

and the principles that underpin them.
